3:16). Jesus paid the price for our redemption from sin: “In Him we have redemption through His
blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace” (Ephesians 1:7).

God will save, redeem, and give eternal life to those who place their faith and trust in Jesus (Acts
16:30-31), turn from their sins in repentance (Acts 17:30-31), confess Jesus before men (Romans 10:9-
10), and are baptized (immersed) into Christ for the forgiveness of sins (Acts 2:38). He will continue
to cleanse from sin those who continue to walk in the light of His Word (1 John 1:7-9).

Your soul is too valuable to exchange it for some paltry pleasure or possession.

If the value of something is determined by the price that is paid for it, consider the value that God
has placed on your soul: He gave His Son to die for you to save your soul.

To Christians — those who have accepted God's offer of salvation and eternal life through their
trusting obedience — Peter reminded them of the price that was paid for them: "For you know that it
was not with perishable things such as silver or gold that you were redeemed from the empty way of
life handed down to you from your ancestors, but with the precious blood of Christ, a lamb without
blemish or defect” (1 Peter 1:18-19 NIV).
