FLOWERS TO THE NURSING HOME:

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     Thanksgiving marks the last day of sanity on this year’s calendar, 
and even that is debatable.  
     The following Friday morning marks the modern start to the holiday 
shopping season and everything else that accompanies the buildup to 
Christmas Day about a month later.  
     In some rudimentary sense, Christmas cards date to the Middle 
Ages, but their popularity exploded in the nineteenth century so that the 
U.S. Congress was petitioned to limit the number that any one person 
could send, lest the mail become overwhelming. John Calcott Horsley is 
credited with designing the first commercial Christmas card in 1843 and 
as of the twenty-first century, Americans now dispatch 1.9 billion of them 
every year.  
     The events behind the Christmas holiday, of course, are biblical – the 
manger, the baby, the star, the virgin. The annual celebration of those 
events, however, is of human origin, for God specified a weekly com-
memoration of his son’s death in the Lord’s Supper (1 Corinthians 
11:17-31, Acts 20:7).  Moreover, the Bible writers do not even bother to 
indicate the day on which Jesus was born away in that manger, and for 
various reasons, December 25 is a rather unlikely candidate.  Christians 
who are concerned about maintaining Bible authority and worshiping in 
spirit and truth will be careful not to teach “as doctrines the command-
ments of men” (Matthew 15:9, cf. Colossians 3:17, John 4:23-24).  
     Christmas can be observed as a cultural custom, so long as it is not 
imposed upon God or the church as an unauthorized and misguided 
celebration of the Lord’s unknown birthday. Gifts can be exchanged, 
houses can be decorated, turkeys and geese can be roasted and in-
gested.  The place to  draw the line is at anything  that implies,  indicates

     When it comes to those of us who are in 
Christ, the Bible declares our lives no longer 
belong to us. Paul says, "You are not your 
own; you were bought at a price. Therefore 
honor God with your body" (1 Corinthians 
6:19-20 NIV).  Paul is saying our lives are not 
our own. We belong to the Lord, for He is our 
Master. We have been bought with a price, 
and it came with a huge cost attached: the 
death of His Son and our Savior, Jesus 
Christ.  So it is incumbent upon us to take 
care of what rightfully belongs to Him.        

                        When giving the first gospel sermon on the 
Day of Pentecost, Peter said, "Repent and be 
baptized, every one of you, in the name of Je-
sus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. 
And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 
The promise is for you and your children and 
for all who are far off — for all whom the Lord 
our God will call." (Acts 2:38-39 [NIV])  So by 
these words we can see that there is no way 
we can experience God’s salvation without 
standing upon His promises. Whenever we 
are tempted to doubt this, we must go back to 
God’s word and ask, "What does God say?" 
Some may respond by saying, "But we are 
saved by faith and not by works."  That is true, 
but James would answer this statement by 
saying, "Of what good is faith without 
works?" (James 1:14-26)   Paul would agree, 
for he said in 1 Corinthians 13:3 (RSV), "And 
if I have prophetic powers, and understand all 
mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all 
faith, so as to remove mountains, but have not 
love, I am nothing."  The Bible goes to great 
lengths to teach that we are not saved by our 
own works, but it also goes to even greater 
extremes to teach us that our works are the 
result of a saving faith.        

                        Paul wrote in Ephesians 2:8-9, "For it is by 
grace you have been saved, through faith – 
and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of 

God – not by works, so that no one can 
boast." (NIV)  Paul wanted the Ephesians to 
understand that no matter how hard they 
worked they were still saved by their faith and 
not by their works.  Salvation is through God’s 
power.  When we begin to depend on our 
works we displace the power of God. Only 
God’s power can salvage our lives. Works 
without dependency on God’s promises 
through faith will only lead to incompetence.  
Give yourself to the Lord and claim His prom-
ises for yourself today!  Your sins will be 
washed away clean in that watery grave of 
baptism, and you will be able to have a direct 
line of communication with the Father through 
prayer as your spiritual life with Him grows 
and matures.
