    We need to develop a deeper apprecia-
tion for the faithfulness of the God we 
serve. The Bible declares that God is charac-
terized by faithfulness. In Exodus 34:6, God 
says of himself, “The Lord, the Lord, the 
compassionate and gracious God, slow to 
anger, abounding in love and faithfulness.” 
Scripture also reveals the fact that God is 
faithful to his promises. Joshua told the 
people of Israel, “You know with all your 
heart and soul that not one of all the good 
promises the Lord your God gave you has 
failed. Every promise has been ful-
filled...” (Josh. 23:14). 

    God’s faithfulness can be clearly seen in 
the book of Ruth. The story of Ruth is told 
in a small, four chapter book, sandwiched 
between Judges and 1 Samuel in the OT. I 
want to begin by drawing our attention to a 
striking phrase in our Scripture reading 
from the book of Ruth - "The Lord came to 
the aid of his people" (1:6). The King James 
Version puts it: "The Lord has visited his 
people." 

    I think that it is fair to say that all of us 
have known the problems of life - and they 
come at all stages in life’s journey. During 
those times, have you ever been tempted to 
ask, "Where is God?" When faced daily      
by more deadly news from the Ukraine or 
the death toll and destruction from the 
coronavirus or monkey pox, we sometimes 
wonder  – Where is God?
